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The Digital Portfolio: A Beginning

A requirement for the Summer Institute is a Digital Portfolio, one that includes an assortment of writings from your activities these four weeks. Because we believe that at some point you might find value in portfolios for your own classes—or your own projects—we would like you to experience the pleasures of compiling such a collection of your work, however tentative that work might be.

The writings/projects you should include in your digital portfolio are the following:

1. Demonstration (Plan, Handouts, etc.) 

2. Reflection on your demonstration (incorporation of letters you received)

3. Selected Morning Writings (contextualize as to how they reflected your thinking then and perhaps now)

4. Describe e-anthology writing submission. 

5. Responses to Book Club Readings (choose two)

6. Video (representation of your writing process/literacy narrative or video essay; 5 to 7 minute limit)

7. Reflection on the making of your video and website

8. (optional) Anything else that seems appropriate (explain why)

9.  A cover sheet or cover letter in which you introduce the contents of the portfolio. In the letter, you might discuss how the pieces represent your interests and your work in the institute; what you were thinking when you wrote them; where they might lead in the future, etc.
