Starting iMovie and Importing footage

To follow this demonstration, you will need your laptop with iMovie and a Flip camera.

1)  Connect the camera to your computer with the USB connection. 

2) Open Finder and click on the camera drive (called something like FLIPVIDEO) that should appear in the upper left corner. 

3) Double click on “Flip for Mac.” This will start the process to install the Flip software to your computer so that you can open the video files on your camera.

NOTE: You will only need to do this once, not every time you import footage to the camera.
4) After you have installed the appropriate software, Open iMovie (the star icon in your dock).

5) Once iMovie opens, go to the File menu and select “Import Movies.” 

6) Locate the video files on the Flip camera drive.
7) Click “Create new Event” and type in the name of your event. Then click “Import.”

8) Once the footage is finished importing, you will be able to see thumbnails for all the video in your event. When you move your mouse across the clips in the event browser, you’ll see the video that you’re pointing to in the viewer. When you see some video you want to play, hit the space bar, and it will be begin to play in the viewer.
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
