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Copying Text to Your Web Page

You’ll probably want to copy text that you have in a Word file or on your blog. If you copy text from a Word file and paste it into your SeaMonkey template, you’ll lose the your template formatting. To keep the formatting, you’ll need to open “TextEdit” (in your application folder) and paste your Word text in there first. After you do this, you can paste the text into your SeaMonkey template.

Below are the steps you follow to change your banner image. The steps include 1) identifying the size of your current banner; 2) cropping your new image to match the shape of  your banner image; and 3) resizing that image to the exact dimension of the original image; 4) swapping the image using ghe

To Check the Size of Your Banner

Open banner image in “Preview.” Go to Tools/Adjust Size. This will tell you the size of the image. 

To Replace Banner Image.

You’ll first want to crop the replacement image to the approximate size. 

1. Open replacement image in “Preview.” Go to File/Grab and select image to match approximately size of banner. Save the file to match the format and name of original banner. 

2. Open the replacement image and adjust the size to match the size of the original banner. 

3. Replace the file. 
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
