Archiving your iMovie file

Compressing your iMovie file

For archiving purposes, unless you have an external hard drive, we can't save the whole iMovie file itself.  It's too large to fit on a dvd or a flash drive.  To archive your footage, always save your video tapes.  You can import the footage to a different computer if you want to use it again.  We can also create a high quality version of your movie that will play on any computer.  

Note:  This file will only work on a computer, not a traditional DVD player and television.  To make a DVD that will play in a DVD player, use the iDvd program.  (This is the DVD icon on your laptop.)  For tutorials on using this program, go to http://www.apple.com/ilife/tutorials/

1)  Open up the iMovie file you want to archive.  

2)  Click on the Share menu at the top.  Choose Export using Quicktime from this menu.

3) A window will come up asking you for the name and location where you would like to save your file. You’ll see two pull-down menus at the bottom, the first says Movie to QuickTime Movie. The second pull down menu will read Broadband-Medium. Select Broadband-High instead.
4)  A Progress bar will come up showing the compression progress, and the box will disappear when the file is compressed. Look for where your video was saved. Note: this will take a while.
Burning a DVD

Once your video is compressed, you're ready to put it on a recordable DVD disk.   

1)  Slide the disk into the disk drive on your laptop.

2)  A box will come up asking you to choose an action.  Choose Open Finder and then click Ok.

3)  You should then get a new Finder window that shows your blank DVD.

4)  Find your movie file, and drag it onto the DVD Finder window.

5)  When you have the correct files on the disk, click Burn in the upper right corner.  

6)  Name your dvd (“Your name's movie” might be appropriate) and click Burn.  This should take several minutes.  

7)  When it's finished the disk name will change, and you'll be able to remove the disk from the drive, by clicking on the eject icon next to the disk, or the eject button on the computer keyboard (upper right hand corner.)

Archiving your E-Portfolio
Follow these same steps to create a disk with your e-portfolio files on it.  
1)  Make sure all of your website files are in the folder called UIWP (or whatever you chose to call it.)
2)  Drag the folder onto the blank disk.  Then click Burn.
