Compressing your iMovie file, uploading and sharing

Compressing your iMovie file

The iMovie project file can only be opened in iMovie and contains clips and information that never make it into the movie you have created on your timeline. When you want to share your project with others, you will have to export it into different types of files. 
1) Go to the File menu and choose "Share."
2) Under this feature you have a lot of options to export your movie to various places, based on what you would like to do with it. To compress the file to a format easily viewed on the web, click on the “Share” menu and choose “Export Movie.” Then select “Mobile” and click Export. iMovie will then start exporting your video.

3) Look for where your video was saved. By default, I believe, your videos will end up in your document folder. 

Compression Troubleshooting:

If the compression time estimate ever estimates that it will take hours, then most likely you have run into some problem that may be hard to track down. Cancel out of compression, consult the help menu, check to see what you have selected in the timeline, you may even consider quitting, reopening iMovie, and trying again.

Exporting videos to YouTube

iMovie can also export your video projects directly to YouTube. These instructions will show you how to upload a video to YouTube. If you would like more privacy, or if your video contains copyrighted music, you can upload the video to your Netfiles account and link it to your online portfolio that way.

NOTE: You will first need to sign up for a YouTube account to complete these instructions.
1) In iMovie, click “Share” and then click “YouTube.”  A grey box will appear and ask you to add your YouTube account. Click add and type in your YouTube account name. Then click done.  

2)  Fill in the rest of the information in this form, including your YouTube account password, the video’s category, a title, description, and tags.  Select a size for your export. A larger video will result in better quality images and audio. Clicking the box “Make this movie personal” will make your video private, while unclicking it will make it public. (Note: if you want people in the UIWP to be able to see your video, keep it public.)
3) Click next and then click publish.  
3) Once the video uploads, it will take a bit for YouTube to process it. Afterwards, you can log into your YouTube account to see your video.

4) In order to put your video on your blog, you'll have to copy the web address of the video.

Embedding your video onto your blog

1) To embed your video onto your blog, go to www.wordpress.com and log on to your account.  Click on your blog to open your Dashboard.  
2) Start a new post.  Underneath the title box for your post, you'll see some icons on the right side next to the text “Upload/Insert.”  You'll want to select the second icon, “Add Video.”  

3) This will open up a new window.  Select the second option at the top, labeled From URL. Paste the web address of your video into this box.  

4) Then click the button “Insert into Post.”  This will put some text into the body of your new blog post.  Add a title and some tags, if you'd like, and then click Publish on the right-hand side.  When you view your blog, your video should appear at the top.

Uploading videos to Netfiles
YouTube has some new policies about using copyrighted content in videos (like music) and some new technologies to find this content.  For this reason, if you’re using copyrighted music in your videos, you will want to place them in your Netfiles account, provided by the university.

1) Go to https://netfiles.uiuc.edu

2) At this log in page, enter your netid and active directory password (the same one you use for your university e-mail account)

3) Click on the folder icon on the right side labeled New Folder
4) Please label it "www" for consistency across the class and ease of access. Then click next.
5) The next screen asks you to pick specific users to share your file with.  We want to make it available to everyone, so you can skip this step and click Next. 

6)  The next screen is a Verify Permissions screen.  We want to make sure that everyone can view your movie, so under the Viewer column, click the button in the Public row.  Then click Finish.

7)  When you are ready to upload, double click on www to enter into its directory.  When you are in there select "upload," the globe icon over on the right side.  Browse for the .mov file of the video project you want to upload and click the "Start Upload" button at the bottom of the screen.
8)  You should now see the .mov file appear in the www directory. Now we need to get the web address of this file to link it to your blog.  Web addresses in Netfiles are based on your file structure. If I have a movie file called “writingprocess” in my www directory, the address will look like this:

https://netfiles.uiuc.edu/abuck2/www/writingprocess.mov
In place of my Net ID, abuck2, you will use your own, of course, and you will use the file name of the video you uploaded.

9)  Now we can create a link on your blog to this video.  To do this, log into Wordpress, and start a new post. Write some text like, “Check out my video.”  Highlight this text, and click on the chain link icon.  A small box will appear, and you can type the web address next to the text Link URL.  So I would put the whole address above (https://netfiles.uiuc.edu/abuck2/www/writingprocess.mov) 

10)  Click publish, and how the link should work from your blog.
