UIWP Podcast Series

I would be happy to organize and administer a podcast series for the SI.  I’m thinking the podcast each of you submits might fall into one of two categories:

· Reflections on the Institute.  

This could be something as simple as a spoken version of your reflection from the ePortfolio or something more elaborate.  It’s up to you.  Remember that your reflections will be a “reflection” both of you and of the Institute as a whole…

· Teaching (of writing?) Stories.  

Recall Patrick’s demo on stories about teaching.  Think about a teaching moment that is especially significant for you.  Explain what happened and why it is meaningful.

Our audience is ourselves—we’ll want to hear each others’ reflections and stories—but also the general iTunes audience that might be looking for podcasts produced in the areas of K-16 education, literacy, teaching, and writing.

Record your podcast.  Don’t worry about any fancy editing—if you make a mistake, just stop talking, give yourself some “dead air” in the recording to make editing easier, and start that segment or sentence over and I can take care of that. Be sure to identify yourself by name and school.  Use pseudonyms for students if you make direct references to them.

Save the file in .wav or .mp3 format.  In a word processing document, write any contextual information you’d want me to include in the “I” (information) link from your podcast entry.  Put both of these files in a folder, zip it (save as a compressed file), and include it as an attachment to sfilkins@ncte.org.  (Mac users:  Control  + click over the folder, select “Create Archive of,” and a zip folder will appear on your desktop.)
I will record a standard intro and outro that will make the podcasts uniform. 

Though this is by no means a requirement, we’ll want good representation to make this work.  Please consider adding your voice to this project and help spread the good word about the UIWP.  I’d love to have your file by July 15!
